· independent work to complete the project in the student’s own time
The EPQ will require up to 120 hours to complete.  Learners will be required to:

· select a topic/area of interest

· identify and draft aims of their project and justify their choice of project

· plan, research and carry out their project (including a written report of 1000 or 5000 words)

· provide evidence of all stages of the project

· deliver a presentation to a specified audience
